NOMENCLATURE 

Sometimes the words " right" and " le1t" аге very 
con1using when referring to the sides 01 ап out­
board motor. Therefore, the sides аге referred to 
as STARBOARD ог PORT sides. STARBOARD 
means оп the right hand while facing the bow 
(FRONT) of the boat; PORT means left hand. 
See Figures 1-1 and 1-2.
